Thus Russian ports in Asia present

Gen. Bradley and the Army Chief of Staff, Gen. Collins,
told Senate committees more than a year and one-half ago that
an effective blockade would have to include Russian-held Dairen
and Port Arthur, as well as Vladivostok in Siberia. Gen. Mar-
shall testified as Secretary of Defense at the same time that an
American-only blockade would involve the United States “with
Russian ships, with those of other nations, and it would leak
like a sieve.” Former Secretary of State Acheson told the Sen-
ate committee about that time that he could “herdly imagine
Great Britain blockading Hong Kong.

The United Nations action for emhargo was overwhelming.
The vote on May 18, 1951, was 47 to 0 calling on “every state”
1o embargo shipment of strategic materials to Communist China.
or North Korea. The five Soviet bloc members took no part in
the voting. Also abstaining were Afghanistan, Burma, Egypt,
India, Indonesia, Sweden and Syria, and it might be among
these countries that the U. S. could find new support for its
latest call o make the embargo effective, Sweden, Indonesia
and possibly Egypt, by U. S. pressure within and outside the
U.N,, might be brought in line.

There is other action short of a U. S. or U. N. blockade.
Chinese Nationalist naval forces recently halted a British
freighter carrying a consignment of steel for Red China and
forced it to unload at a Nationalist port. There was no official
protest. The Nationalists similarly arrested a German freighter
and unloaded 5 million worth of machinery and goods destined |
for Red China.

One way to squeeze off the flow of strategic materials to
the China coast without risk might be to “beef up” the Nation-

alist Navy.

For the remainder of World War I, the Allies profited from
e lesson of the French “impregnable line” and fought in the |
en in Africa, southern France and Normandy. Although the |
rman_armies in northern Italy tried to hold off the Allies |
argely by digging in and taking advantige of mountainous ter- |
rain, the prediction even there was general that the bombing
plane and the tank had made trench warfare a thing of the past. |

Now in Korea, the World's No. 1 military power, the United
States, which has long been priding itself on the mobility of its
forces, has been forced through drawn-out truce talks originated
by the enemy into circumstances which can only prove beneficial
to the Communists,

For the Chinese milifary leaders largely are still thinking
along those World War I lines of huge concentrations of man-|
power and defensive trenches.

This question of mobility and the dangers of immobility can
never be more stressed than by the problems of artillery support
The Chinese guns, many of large caliber, are mainly immobile
picces designed for placements and the Reds have installed
thousands of these guns behind their lines. In contrast, the

S. artillery for the most part consists of “self-propelled” guns
—pieces mounted on halftracks, tank chassis and in actual tanks
—which provide fast movement and great striking power.

Now the U.N. forces have been forced to utilize this mobile
artillery as placement artillery to counterbalance the threat—
and it is a big threat—from the heavy Chinese guns. Many of
the U.N.'s guns near the front lines now are actually tanks which
have been immobilized in placements and holes and surrounded
by sandbags. Thus the U.N. is forced to use expensive offensive
funs eoely as defensive pices, losing mor than four-fhs of
their effectiveness in actual co

The United Nations, through the institution of the truce
falks, was forced militarily to play directly into the hands of the

inese Communists and fight the type of trench war the Chinese
believe more suitable to their large masses of men, limited re-
sources, and low degree of mobility. While the truce talks were
in progress, the U.N. commanders could not take a chance of jab-
bing at the Reds in the open on the plains just sbove Seoul, but
had to advance to the north and establish lines in the mountains
to insure a deadlock while the talks were in progress.

So the truce talks at Panmunjom have thrown the U. S. mili-
tary concept back to the 1918 thinking our military leaders de-
plore, have stalemated the war into fighting circumstances favor-
ing only the Chinese Communists, and have prevented the com-
plete defeat of the Reds by the U.N. forces.

LITTLE CHANCE FOR TAX LIMIT
F FOUR more state legislatures petition for it this Spring,
Congress would have to call a convention to draw up an
amendment to the Constitution setting a limit of 25 per cent on
income, estate, or gift taxes. Then three-fourths of the states
would have to ratify the amendment to make it effective.

Washington observers report there is little chance for a
Timit on tax rates in the near future. Rather, they think, me-
dium and large payers can look for relief in a lowering of rates
all along the line which would benefit all classes.

Supporters of the limitation proposal point out that 44 state
legislatures are meeting this year and that it should be easy to
get: four more to petition for the amendment. But they do mot
take into consideration that some of the states which did petition
later voted to rescind the request. Congress undoubtedly would
rule that the rescinded petitions could not be counted toward the
two-thirds of the states needed to call for a convention.

Opponents of the 25 per cent limit say adoption of it would
reduce federal revenues to the point of crippling government
operations in these times of heavy defense expenditures.
warn that the limit might become the rule, that all taxpayers
would 'soon be paying a 25 per cent rate.

The proponents argue that any loss in revenue could be made
up by a federal sales tax, which they claim would be fairer than
the present high-bracket rates. Actually they have been accused
of wanting a federal sales tax and of having put forward the
limitation proposal only to force Congress into lowering all rates.

The ability-to-pay policy on tax collection probably will re-
main on the books until the whole income tax law is overhauled,
and that should be high on the Eisenhower program.
