HE announced decision of Charles E. Wilson to divest him-
self of large stock holdings in the corporation he formerly

headed, in order to qualify himself without question for the of-

fice of Secretary of Defense, was admittedly difficult. For it now
appears that through capital gains taxes on stock to be sold, in

1088 of a huge salary, and in elimination of salaries and bonuses

already contracted, Mr. Wilson stands to lose in excess of a

million dollars.

Yet we are a nation governed by laws. And while no one,
with the possible exception of the Semator from Oregon who |
guessed wrong, has Tisen to question the personal integrity and
proven efficiency of Mr. Wilson, nevertheless it is wise that no
exceptions to enforcement of statutes be permitted.

A STRIKE WHICH WAS NOT NECESSARY
'NDICATIONS are that the bus strike in New York City and
part of Westchester is nearing its end. Millions of persons
have been badly inconvenienced, delayed on arrival at offices in
the morning and at home in the evening, while the companies
have lost possible profits and the strikers have lost badly needed
wages.

That feat was not accomplished, for the
Board of Transportation did a magnificent job in expanding sub-
way service to accommodate the millions deprived of their normal
bus service.

And for another reason, it is reported politics reared its
ugly head among rivals in New York’s City Hall seeking mayor-
alty nominations this Fall. Such of these who struggled for per-
sonal advantage in the realm of political expediency certainly
did no service to their fellow citizens. Rather, they should be
penalized for distinct disservice.

Strikes in essential public necessities are rarely justified.
Here was one more where everyhody loses, regardless of terms
of settlement. For even on provisions beneficial to the strikers,
It will be many months before they have been recompensed for
lost wages.

Thus, we Seem to have reached an impasse. And if nothing
be done to relieve the situation, the probability is that the five
institutes will disappear from the collegiate map next Fall. The
localities can pass resolutions, the Legislature can pass bills, but
unless Governor Dewey's administration approves, there is no
agreement.

The immediate and pressing problem, then, is to reach some
sort of understanding, perhaps a compromise of some kind, so
that these valuable adjuncts of our state educational system may
continue to turn out fine, trained, job-getting graduates. That is
the important thing in the picture—to keep the schools going.

For that reason, it is gratifying to learn that Lieutenant
Governor Frank C. Moore is willing to sit down with representa-
tive Westchester citizens and talk the matter over. We suggest
that it might also be advisable to have present at that conference

HIGHEST INCOME IN THE NATION

ABOUT the same time most of us were interested last week
in the inaugural ceremonies at Washington, there appeared
in comparatively obscure position the report of the New York
District Office of the Census Bureau on family incomes within
the area. The figures justify gratification as indicative of the

condition of ‘our citizenry and as official
Proof we have in the county the highest per capita incomes in the
world.

We hasten to explain that we do not gloat over these figures.
Nor do we mean to interpret them as evidence that residence in
Westchester automatically brings higher earnings. Rather, mod-
estly and without bombast, we underline the Census Bureau's
report as factual testimony to the purchasing power which re-
£ides in Westchester, its six cities, 18 towns and 22 villages. These
are figures which every merchant, every professional man, every
worker, should study for his own information and for his own
purposes.

Here are some of the highlights of the Census Bureau report:

In the USA, 2.4 per cent of the families had incomes of
more than $10,000 in 1950; in the State of New York, 4.1 per cent
of the families were in this class; in Westchester, almost 12 per
cent had such incomes

Contrariwise, in the USA, 39.1 per cent had incomes of less |

than $2,000; in the State of New York, 31.4 per cent were below
that figure; but in Westchester only 24.2 per cent were in that
low-income bracket.

The median income for Westchester families and unrelated
individuals for the year was $3,699. For the State of New York
it was $3,044 and for the USA it was $2599. Westchester's|P:

median income Lxceeded that of the state by $655 and that of
Wi by $1,10

So much for comparisnns between Westchester on the one
hand and the state and nation on the other. Within the county
itself there was a wide variance, ranging from the Scarsdale
median income of $9,516 and Pelham Manor’s §7,204 to Mount
Kisco's $3,215 and Peekskill's $3,164. Such local comparisons,
however, are not very significant since the presence in a small
community of one or more extremely wealthy income tax payers
can lift the average to a point which is not truly illustrative of
the real economic status of the community.

What is most important is that taken as a whole Westchester
residents enjoy the highest average incomes of the nation, and
that means also of the world.

That in the minds of those who study merchan-
dising, residential attractiveness, and general all-round advant-
ages of any section of America, must be admitted to be an im-
pressive factor.

BONDS FOR SECURITY AND DEFENSE
