He simply stepped
up and said to the Republicans, “If you want me, I'll run.”
The same was true of his talk about his health. He
said: “As of this moment, there is not the slightest doubt
that I can perform as well as I ever have all the important
duties of the Presidency. This I say because I am actually
doing so and have been doing so-for many weeks.”

A man less frank, less sincere, more self-serving; might
have let it go at that. But that’s not Ike's way. He went
on to forthrightly tell his party and the people that, having
had a heart attack, he had no intention of pretending he
hadn't had one—that henceforth he intended, while he could
and would completely perform his every essential duty, t
prudently curtail the physical strains on him of office rou-
