Mr. Kefauver won
the delegation in 1052 and. it stuck with him solidly on the
first and second ballots at the national convention, drop-
ping only one vote to Mr. Stevenson on the third and last
ballot.

There is another ground rule in Oregon's primary which
will be watched with interest. There is space on both Re-
publican and Democratic ballots for a write-in vote for Vice
President. There are no candidates formally entered today.
But the situation of Mr. Nixon may well be affected by the
number of Write-in votes he gets on the GOP ballots.

Of greater interest, however, than even the Presidential
and Vice Presidential preference votes will be the outcome |
of the contest on the GOP side for a U. S. Senate candidate.
Because this decides who is to take on the multi-partied
Wayne Morse in November.

1t was Mr. Morse, remember, who was first a Republican
and a strong supporter in 1952 of General Eisenhower for
the GOP Presidential nomination. In the middle of the cam-
paign he withdrew that support and heatedly denotinced
