SHADES OF JOHN' HARRISON!

HE Town of Harrison was not, as some newcomers may un-
derstandably surmise, named to honor the memory \of the
23d President of the United States. Rather, the des‘lgnﬂllon
stems from one John Harrison, a thrifty and investment-wise
gentleman who in 1695 bought the territory north of Westches-
ter Path from an Indian who gave title as “the true owner and
proprietor.”

It was this Harrison Purchase, between Blind Brook and
Mamaroneck River, incidentally, which led about that time to a
strong movement by supporters of an original deed to have the
Town of Rye, of which Harrifon was then a part, to secede,

. When the Royal Governor of New York granted the patent to
John Harrison, those who supported an earler, 1623, purchase
by others sought to be taken back into Connecticut. The move
ment failed and John Harrison and his Purchase hecame history.

We mention these hoary facts because of John Harrison's
love of ecomomy and dislike of taxation. For now it appears
that the one who gave his name to this portion of Westchester
would be heartily pleased.

Supervisor Alfred F. Sulla Jr. of Harrison has announced
that for the fourth successive year, the tax rate of Harrison will
decrease. From 1949's rate of $24.40 per $1,000 assessed val-
uation, the rate dropped to $23.90 in 1050, to $22.61 in 1951, to
$22.40 in 1952, and now is put at $22.10 for 1953. That, thinks
Mr. Sulle, constitutes a record for Westchester towns. And we
are sure John Harrison would thoroughly approve the trend.
